Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Sheriff’s appointment of Edwin Cayenne as Director of the Department of Investigations and Homeland Security, in the Office of the Sheriff. This appointment will be effective June 28, 2025.

Background Information: Section 37.109, Ordinance Code established a Department of Investigations and Homeland Security within the Office of the Sheriff. The Director of the Department of Investigations and Homeland Security shall be the head of the Department, and shall have a college degree or at least five years' experience and commensurate training. The Department of Investigations and Homeland Security shall include 2 divisions, each of which shall be headed by a division chief: Investigations Division and Homeland Security Division.

Edwin Cayenne Junior holds a bachelor’s degree from Jacksonville University and master’s degree from the University of Phoenix. He has served with JSO since 1998 in various capacities, including patrol officer, detective, sergeant, assistant chief and currently as Chief of the Homeland Security Division.
