Bounty Program. The covert/specialized law enforcement equipment
includes: 1) an armored Critical Incident Vehicle ($324,000.00) for
use by the SWAT unit within the Investigations and Homeland
Security Department of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO); ii)
specialized equipment for the JSO Marine Unit, including GPS units
for two police boats and specialized diving equipment and gear
($24,859.44); 1ii) covert 1investigative equipment, which 1is not
subject to public disclosure ($11,116.00); and, 1iv) specialized
computer equipment for the JSO Tactical Support Unit ($41,863.95).
