 Section 1.1  Estimated Revenues; Appropriations.   19 

From the estimated revenues set forth on Revised Schedule A, 20 

there are hereby appropriated the sums set forth on Revised Schedule 21 

A-1, Revised Schedule A-2, A-3 and Revised Schedule B for the 22 

indicated purposes of the City of Jacksonville. The estimated revenues 23 

and appropriations provided therein, together with the other 24 

applicable provisions of this ordinance, shall constitute the annual 25 

budget and appropriations for the City of Jacksonville for its fiscal 26 

year beginning October 1, 2020 and ending September 30, 2021, which 27 

budget is hereby adopted and approved by the Council pursuant to 28 

Section 14.02 of the Charter, as amended. Furthermore, the funds in 29 

the accounts listed in Revised Schedule AF shall be available for 30 

expenditure during the 2020-2021 fiscal year.  31 
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 Section 1.2 Restricted Application of Revenues to Fund 1 

Appropriations.   2 

As required by law and prior ordinance of the Council, the 3 

following revenues as set forth on Revised Schedule A shall be applied 4 

to and appropriated only for the purposes specified below as set 5 

forth on Revised Schedule A, Revised Schedule A-1, Revised Schedule 6 

A-2, Schedule A-3, and Revised Schedule B: 7 

Ad valorem tax revenues-General Services District. The following 8 

sums of ad valorem tax revenues to be assessed, levied and collected 9 

by the City within the General Services District are specifically 10 

appropriated only for the following purposes, as set forth in the 11 

General-Fund General Services District portion of the budget: 12 

$30,275,594 for indigent care to the State of Florida - 13 

Disproportionate Share Program in the amounts per the Agreement 14 

approved by Ordinance 98-952-E, as amended. 15 

 The remaining ad valorem tax revenues derived from a levy for 16 

general services purposes shall be a part of the general revenues of 17 

the General Fund General-Services District. 18 

Section 1.3  Special Provisions. 19 

(a) City Grants.   20 

The appropriations for non-governmental organizations made on   21 

Revised Schedule A-2 are subject to the provisions of Chapter 118, 22 

Ordinance Code.  The appropriations made herein shall be awarded as 23 

grants-in-aid to the miscellaneous agencies, and shall not require 24 

additional legislation for distribution of funds. These grants shall 25 

be administered by City departments as designated in this ordinance. 26 

The appropriation made to the Cultural Council of Greater 27 

Jacksonville, Inc., (Cultural Council) shall be disbursed directly 28 

to the Cultural Council and distributed by the Cultural Council to 29 

the various art organizations. A list of art organizations receiving 30 

an appropriation shall be provided to the City Council, and each of 31 
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such receiving organizations shall be recipients within the meaning 1 

of and subject to Chapter 118, Ordinance Code.  2 

 (b) Departmental Capital Outlay.   3 

Except as otherwise specifically provided on Revised Schedule 4 

B, the appropriations to each organizational unit for capital outlay 5 

are appropriated for acquisition of common office furniture and common 6 

equipment and for other support of departmental operations. 7 

Additional and/or replacement of common office furniture or common 8 

office equipment shall be acquired from such appropriations only upon 9 

written approval by the City Comptroller after certification from the 10

These grants shall be administered by 26 

the Office of Grants and Contract Compliance. 27 

(e) State, Federal and Other Grant Programs 28 

(1) Continuing or Receiving Grants requiring no match.  The 29 

Grants attached hereto as Revised Schedule B1-A requires no City 30 

match. These Grants represent continuing multi-year awards or 31 
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recurring grants which the City applies for annually and for which 1 

the City anticipates securing. The Council hereby approves the list 2 

of Grants in Revised Schedule B1-A and approves the appropriation and 3 

authorizes an increase in the employee cap during the duration of the 4 

grant as applicable upon receiving the grant award contract and 5 

subsequent MBRC approval of the Budget Revision form for each grant.
