Bill Summary: This bill approves and authorizes the Mayor, or her designee, and the Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver a Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and St. Johns Square Land Trust for approximately 13,080 square feet of office space at 11160 Beach Boulevard, Unit 121, for use by the Tax Collector. The initial lease term is ten years, expiring September 30, 2035, with two five-year renewal options. The bill also appropriates $2,429,472 from the Tax Collector Interest Income Earnings account to fund the relocation and consolidation of the Kernan and Hogan branches to the new location. The funding will cover buildout, relocation costs, furnishings, equipment, and six months of rent. The bill provides for carryover of funds into FY 2025-2026 and oversight by the Real Estate Division of the Department of Public Works.

Background Information: The Tax Collector’s Office plans to consolidate its Kernan and Hogan branches into a newly leased facility to improve operational efficiency and service delivery. The lease agreement outlines the City’s use of space in St. Johns Square for this purpose. The funding supports all necessary expenses for the transition including initial rent, tenant improvements, and setup costs. 

Policy Impact Area: Real Estate, public works, finance, tax collector’s office

Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates $2,429,472 from the Tax Collector Interest Income Earnings Account.
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
