ALLIANCE (“KHA”) TO PROCURE SERVICES FOR 8 

SUMMER LEARNING PROGRAMMING FOR SUMMER 2020 IN 9 

THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF $3,947,500 FROM THE 10 

SAME PROVIDERS, AT THE SAME LOCATIONS AND IN 11 

THE SAME AMOUNTS AS WERE AWARDED IN THE OUT-12 

OF-SCHOOL TIME ESSENTIAL SERVICE CATEGORY FOR 13 

SUMMER 2019 SUBJECT TO CERTAIN EXCEPTIONS 14 

PROVIDED HEREIN; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 15 

SECTION 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1, 16 

(GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 17 

(PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE; 18 

AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND 19 

CORPORATION SECRETARY AND/OR THE CHIEF 20 

EXECUTIVE OFFICER OF THE KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE TO 21 

EXECUTE AND DELIVER SUMMER LEARNING 22 

PROGRAMMING CONTRACTS; WAIVING THE 23 

REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 77.111(A) (PROVIDER 24 

CONTRACTS), CHAPTER 77, (KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE), 25 

ORDINANCE CODE TO EXEMPT CHILDREN’S SERVICES 26 

PROGRAMMING TO BE PROVIDED BY PROVIDERS 27 

SPECIFIED IN THIS ORDINANCE FROM COMPETITIVE 28 

PROCUREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 29

 BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 31 
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 Section 1.  Invoking the exception to Section 126.107(g) 1 

(Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 2 

(Procurement Code), Ordinance Code.  The Kids Hope Alliance is 3 

hereby authorized to procure summer learning programming for Summer 4 

2020 in the aggregate amount of $3,947,500 with the same providers, 5 

at the same locations and in the same amounts as were awarded in 6 

the Out-of-School Time Essential Service Category for Summer 2019; 7 

provided, however, that: (i) sites will not be funded in cases 8 

where providers have notified KHA that they are unable to provide 9 

summer learning programming for summer 2020; (ii) if a provider was 10 

awarded multiple sites in 2019 under the same contract, and the 11 

provider is unable to provide services at a site for unforeseen 12 

reasons, funding may be shifted to another site under that contract 13 

if the alternative site is able to accommodate additional youth and 14 

priority is given to provide services to youth formerly served by 15 

the non-participating site; (iii) all sites located in Duval County 16 

Public Schools will be funded for a total of six (6) weeks of 17 

summer programming; (iv) funding for summer programs operated by 18 

the City of Jacksonville Parks, Recreation and Community Services 19 

Department will be increased from $37.50 per week to $47.50 per 20 

week; (v) funding for Jax Journey Summer Sail camps shall be 21 

reduced from seven weeks to six weeks; (vi) funding for the summer 22 

program at Southside Middle School will be reduced from 100 seats 23 

to 60 seats; (vii) fund the Young Men’s Christian Association of 24 

Florida’s First Coast, Inc. for summer learning programs at Windy 25 

Hill Elementary School (80 seats), Jacksonville Heights Elementary 26 

School (60 seats) and Ramona Boulevard Elementary School (60 27 

seats); and (viii) sites originally awarded under the Jacksonville 28 

Children’s Commission 2017 RFPs for Afterschool and Summer Programs 29 

which did not receive summer programming funding in 2019 will be 30 

eligible for funding if there are funds remaining after all 31 
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eligible 2019 sites are fully funded.  The current list of 1 

providers and sites which the Kids Hope Alliance intends to fund 2 

for summer 2020 programming services is contained in Revised 3 

Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev Provider List, April 4 

6, 2020 - NCSPHS”, a copy of which is attached hereto.  Pursuant to 5 

Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), 6 

Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such services are 7 

exempted from competitive solicitation because the summer 8 

programming services to be provided are being approved in this 9 

authorizing legislation. 10 

 Section 2.  Approval and Authorization to Execute. As 11 

authorized in Section 1 above, the Mayor, or his designee, the 12 

Corporation Secretary, and/or the Chief Executive Officer of the 13 

Kids Hope Alliance (“CEO”) are hereby authorized to execute summer 14 

learning programming contracts with the providers identified in 15 

Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev Provider 16 

List, April 6, 2020 - NCSPHS”, with such changes thereto as the 17 

Chief Executive Officer of the Kids Hope Alliance may make in 18 

accordance with the criteria described in subsections (i) through 19 

(v) of Section 1 above.  The summer programming contracts shall 20 

have a term beginning May 1, 2020 through August 31, 2020, and 21 

shall be subject to the terms and conditions of the applicable 22 

Jacksonville Children’s Commission RFPs, as amended, under which 23 

summer programming was originally awarded or for which the site is 24 

a replacement site. 25 

 Section 3.   Waiver of the provisions in Section 77.111(a) 26 

(Provider Contracts), Chapter 77 (Kids Hope Alliance), Ordinance 27 

Code. The City hereby waives the provisions in Chapter 77 (Kids 28 

Hope Alliance), Section 77.111(a) (Provider Contracts), Ordinance 29 

Code, with respect to the contracts approved and authorized under 30 

Section 2 of this Ordinance.  Section 77.111(a) requires contracts 31 
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for children’s services to be competitively procured by Kids Hope 1 

Alliance via an evaluated bid process.  This waiver is necessary in 2 

order for the Kids Hope Alliance to continue summer learning 3 

programming until it has had time to release a new RFP for Out of 4 

School Time services and receive and evaluate responses to said RFP 5 

(which includes summer learning programming) in accordance with its 6 

Essential Services Plan for Kids and the competitive procurement 7 

procedures of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code. 8 

 Section 4. Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become 9 

effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective 10 

without the Mayor’s signature. 11
