	The funding above represents an appropriation of grant funds from the Chartrand Family Fund for year 2 of the Peace Officer Wellness Empathy and Resilience (“POWER”) Program. The grant period commenced on January 1, 2024, and continues through December 31, 2029. No local match is required.
Section 2.		Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to utilize grant funding from the Chartrand Family Fund to supplement a five-year implementation of the POWER Training Program intended to train 450 to 500 diverse officers on stress, resiliency, performance and community building in order to enhance performance, improve situational awareness, increase physical health and cognitive performance and develop new leadership capacity, which will improve capacity for positive relations with fellow officers and the community.
