OED is proposing legislation to continue the existing agreement for trasportation services in the
current boundaries and add a potential additional stop (Wal-Mart Super Center at 12100 Lem Truner
Road. MBRC approved funding for this Pilot Program's continuation in 2021.

The City of Jacksonville desires to promote better health outcomes within the Northwest Area, by
providing access for the community to fresh foods such as fruits, vegetables and meats. Citizens in
the area have limited availability to transportation convenient and necessary to ensure fresh foods
remain cool during those trips.

Since the implementation of the orginal program, the COVID pandemic occured and caused a less
than accurate depiction of users for the program. Furthermore, the program did not require the full
funding. Therfore, the OED is proposing to extend the program until September 30, 2023 or until the
residual funds (approximately $50,000) are expended whichever comes first.

JTA will provide:

e An alternative stop at 12100 Lem Turner (Walmart Supercenter) included with its current grocery
stores and the Beaver Street Farmers Market

e Funding for using the service in the form of subsidized rides

e Dedicated phone tree option for scheduling initial and return trip to grocery store

e Effective marketing of the service (includes door-to-door campaign, digital ads, promoted social
media ads)

This Program is intended to extend the Pilot Program and will be monitored by the OED by reviewing
the JTA reporting of the number of riders, the origination address and destination store.
