Bill Summary: This bill confirms the appointment of Cameron D. Hooper to the Downtown Investment Authority Board, as a member of the banking or finance industry, replacing James Citrano Jr., for a first full term ending June 30, 2027.

Background Information: The Downtown Investment Authority is established pursuant to Section 55.104, Ordinance Code, and charged as the sole development and community redevelopment agency for Downtown for the City of Jacksonville pursuant to Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes. Section 55.107(a) Ordinance Code provides that the Downtown Investment Authority Board is the governing body for the Downtown Investment Authority. 

Section 55.107(b)(1), Ordinance Code, provides that four of the nine members of the Downtown Investment Authority board are appointed by the Council President and confirmed by Council, in various categories, including a member of the banking or finance industry.

Mr. Hooper holds a bachelor’s degree and an MBA from Coastal Carolina University. He is the VP of Investment Sales for Matthews Real Estate Investment Services, LLC. and worked previously as the Director of Finance for Corner Lot Development Group. Mr. Hooper played golf competitively in college and on the professional circuit. He resides in Duval County in council district 3.
