Bill Summary: This bill reappoints Jacqulyn Perry to the Public Service Grant Council, as a member 

with grant experience, for a first full-term ending December 31, 2024. 
 

Background Information: The Public Service Grant Council is established pursuant to Chapter 80, 

Ordinance Code, and charged to review and assess the annual needs of the City for public services for a 

program not otherwise funded by City funds; recommend Priority Populations or Needs to the City 

Council; recommend the process by which recipients of Public Service Grants are selected each year; 

submit for review an appropriation request for Public Service Grants for the upcoming fiscal year; 

review, evaluate and score each Public Service Grant application; participate in on-site evaluations of 

recipient programs; attend orientation sessions the annual training course, ethics, public records and 

open meeting laws training; and award and allocate the annual lump sum appropriation for Public 

Service Grants contained in the annual budget ordinance. 
 

Ms. Perry founded and runs JPerry and Associates, a management consulting and business matchmaking 

firm in 2016 after a successful career as the executive director for Beaver Street Enterprise Center 

(BSEC), Jacksonville’s only nationally award- winning business incubator. She is also CEO of Data 

Architect, a technology services solutions firm serving customers in the defense industry. She resides in 

Duval County.
