Bill Summary: This bill closes and abandons an unopened and unimproved portion of Patton Road, as recorded in Plat Book 21, Pages 92 and 92A, of Robinwood Acres Unit No. 4, located in Council District 4. The closure is subject to the reservation of a non-exclusive easement in favor of JEA for all utilities, facilities, and access. The ordinance also provides that the closure is subject to specific conditions, including execution and delivery of a Hold Harmless Covenant by the applicant.

Background Information: This legislation closes and abandons an unopened and unimproved portion of Patton Road, as recorded in Plat Book 21, Pages 92 and 92A, Robinwood Acres Unit No. 4, located in Council District 4. The closure is requested by WDP Leon, LLC and is subject to the reservation of a non-exclusive all utilities, facilities, and access easement to JEA for ingress, egress, and utility services. The applicant paid the required $2,091.00 application fee, which has been deposited into the City’s General Fund. The request was reviewed by relevant city, state, and utility agencies and received no objections. The purpose of the closure is to allow the applicant to fence in and incorporate the right-of-way into the adjacent parcels.
