Background Information: This legislation appropriates $3,212.16 in funds from the City of Jacksonville Disabled Services Sponsorship Program for the REVAMP Duval project. The appropriation will be used to equip all Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department rescue units with sensory kits. These kits are intended to enhance interactions between first responders and individuals with cognitive or sensory impairments.
