Bill Summary: This bill is an appropriation of $1,287,126.98 from the Inmate Welfare Trust Fund to establish 

the Trust Fund’s fiscal year 2021-2022 operating budget in accordance with Section 111.300, Ordinance Code, 

and Section 951.23(9), Florida Statutes. The sources of the funds are projected fiscal year 2021-2022 revenues. 

The bill also reauthorizes a position for a corrections sergeant. 

 

Background Information: The purpose of this legislation is to provide funds for the Inmate Welfare Trust Fund. 

This fund is comprised of the net profits from the commissary operation within the City's correctional facilities 

and may be used only for the overall welfare of the inmates.
