If the property 
ceases to be used for these purposes, or if Grantee fails to timely submit to the City the annual affidavit required 
pursuant to City of Jacksonville Ordinance 2020-619-E, then Grantor shall have the right but not the duty, to reenter 
the property and all right, title and interest in the property shall revert to City.  If City reenters the property then, at 
Grantor’s request, Grantee shall execute its special warranty deed to Grantor conveying the property to Grantor free 
of all liens and encumbrances.
