million of anticipated gas tax revenues to enter into direct 20 

contracts with City certified Jacksonville Small and Emerging 21 

Businesses Program (JSEB) participants  pursuant to Section 22 

126.615, Ordinance Code, or JTA Disadvantaged Business Enterprise 23 

(DBE) participants, as applicable; provided that such awards do not 24 

violate state or federal law and provided further that there are 25

the distribution formula for dividing the proceeds of the existing 24 

and proposed local option gas taxes among the County and the local 25 

municipalities as authorized hereby. 26 

Section 8.   Post-Employment Restrictions.  Pursuant to the 27 

provisions in Section 602.411 (Disqualification of former officers 28 

and employees in matters connected with former duties or official 29 

responsibilities; disqualification of partners) and 602.412 30 
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(Prohibited future employment), which govern City officers and 1 

employees, no current City employee or officers shall have or hold 2 

an agency, attorney, employee or contractual relationship in 3 

violation of such Code provisions with respect to public 4 

transportation and infrastructure projects encompassed within the 5 

proposal for the Local Option Gas Tax project list. 6 

Section 9.   Compliance with State Ethics Laws. The 7 

provisions of Part III, Chapter 112, Florida Statutes, shall apply 8 

to the members of the FAC and the PAC.  Specifically, Section 9 

112.313 (Standards of conduct for public officers, employees of 10 

agencies, and local government attorneys), Florida Statutes, as to 11 

conflicts of interest are applicable to the members of the FAC or 12 

the PAC Committees. 13 

Section 10.  Approval of Ordinance. Pursuant to Chapters 14 

336.025 and 336.021, Florida Statutes, enactment of this Ordinance 15 

requires approval by a majority plus one vote of the Council 16 

members present at the Council meeting at which a vote on this 17 

Ordinance is taken.  18 

Section 11.  Filing with Florida Department of State.  19 

Directing the Legislative Services Division to send an electronic 20 

copy of this Ordinance upon enactment to the Secretary of State for 21 

the State of Florida in accordance with Section 125.66, Florida 22 

Statutes. 23 

Section 12. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become 24 

effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective 25 

without the Mayor’s signature.  26
