Subject: Public Comments Regarding Redrafted Human Rights Ordinance
Dear Councilmembers,
As a local Christian business owner whose family has done business in Jacksonville since 1975, it deeply concerns me that the Jacksonville City Council may potentially pass (once again) this very dangerous and (once again) poorly drafted ordinance.
Because the rhetoric has been historically toxic on both sides, I've tried to approach this issue from 3 sides, while attempting to leave my religious world view at the door.
Number one, although more descriptive than the 5 page last draft, this selective human rights ordinance is only 18 pages long and is essentially incomplete. It leaves out the definition of religious organizations that it claims to exempt. It doesn't define transgender, or deal with issues like those who are non-binary or gender fluid. It also leaves the city’s general counsel as the only one to define these key issues and describe the punishments (codification) associated with failure to follow the rules, rules that have not been put in place yet. Everyone made fun of Nancy Pelosi for saying we needed to pass the Affordable Care Act to figure out what's in it. In this case it's been said let's pass this so that the general counsel can actually finish writing it. So primarily, I oppose it because it's poorly thought out, incomplete legislation that does not consider the unintended consequences.

Secondarily, I oppose it because it removes protection for several groups while giving protection to another. This is not a human rights ordinance. This is a LGBTQ ordinance. It exchanges the freedoms of those operating their businesses by their sincerely held religious beliefs, and provides new freedoms to those who have publicly threatened to sue anyone not celebrating their lifestyle. If you doubt that, you need not look very far across the country for hundreds of examples. If our city is going to be an environment where business can thrive, it must be inclusive of those sincerely held beliefs; whether they be of any or no faith at all. The council’s responsibility is to draft something that offers equal protection for everyone. Not one group at the expense of another. Liberty goes both ways.
Lastly, my opposition to it is due to the fact that I don't like additional unnecessary regulations. The equal employment opportunity commission and the fair housing act already protect from discrimination for groups in the case of gender identity. This piece of legislation would only restate what has already been put in place. Our city has added additional verbiage to employment documents rectifying areas where there were no protections for people of different views. There's no need for this human rights ordinance because of the protections already afforded. Yet it has continually been pushed forward as necessary.
I see this issue from a different world view than others, but I'm trying to look at it strictly on the merits of the bill. That's why I have opposed it in the past, and will continue to do so. As the owner of a small business in Jacksonville, I recognize the way it is currently written will reduce business growth and set up business people for potentially dangerous lawsuits. 
On February 8, 2017, WJCT ran a live televised discussion on the issue with myself and 5 other individuals (3 for and 3 against). There was not a single ounce of evidence that our city needed this ordinance presented by those for it. However there was a mountain of evidence against it. If you haven't seen it, here is the link...

Currently, I do not feel it is appropriate for me to debate the bill at this time. Rather, I feel we must ask whether now should be the time to have this debate.
 We are currently in the middle of a global health crisis, a pandemic not seen on this kind of scale in a long while. At this time, parents are juggling work responsibilities with homeschooling, single mothers are struggling to pay the bills, unemployed citizens are not sure when they will be able to find work again, and in extreme cases, many senior citizens are facing a life and death situation with leaving their homes, risking catching the virus.
