Church at an early age. There she was baptized and was a part of the 14 

community. Mrs. Brown attended Duval County public schools when she 15 

was growing up and she graduated from Stanton High School in 1950. 16 

Mrs. Brown continued her educational journey at Kentucky State 17 

University and graduated from Florida A & M University in 1956. Mrs. 18 

Brown, the widow of renowned Jacksonville Urban League President 19 

Clanzel T. Brown, Sr., was an active and involved citizen representing 20 

the desires of her community in many ways; and 21 

WHEREAS, Mrs. Brown was also a dedicated church worker at Zion 22 

Hope Missionary Baptist Church, a cherished neighbor in the Magnolia 23 

Gardens neighborhood and a successful Mary Kay director. Mrs. Brown 24 

also served as a public servant when she was elected to the City of 25 

Jacksonville’s Civil Service Board in 1991; and 26
