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Finance and Administration, or his or her designee, is authorized 1 

and directed to make disbursements from the Fund upon the written 2 

request of the Director Directors of the Neighborhoods Department 3 

or Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department to provide 4 

assistance with neighborhood and Citywide initiatives to address 5 

homelessness and chronic homelessnessin the redevelopment of 6 

abandoned and foreclosed properties and to increase the availability 7 

of affordable housing for low, moderate, and middle income 8 

households. The Mayor, or his designee, is authorized to negotiate 9 

and execute, in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 126, 10

of Finance and Administration shall certify on such contracts or 13 

agreements that there are current funds available in the Fund to 14 

fund the contract or agreement, and provided further that the Office 15 

of General Counsel shall approve such contracts and agreements as 16 

to form.

Development Plan approved by Ordinance 2023-507-E. The 2024-2028 19 

Five-Year IT System Development Plan approved by Ordinance 2023-507-E 20 

is hereby amended by substituting in the place of Exhibit 1, the 21 

Revised Exhibit 1 and additional Exhibit 2 project pages attached 22 

hereto as Exhibit 9 and incorporated herein by this reference. The 23 

Revised Exhibit 1 and additional Exhibit 2 project pages reflect the 24 

addition of the Wi-Fi in COJ Parks Expansion and the Grant Application 25 

Process Evolution projects.   26 

 Section 16. Authorizing grant guidelines, grant agreements, 27 

and loan documents regarding the Small Business Capital Access 28 

Program. The Economic Development Officer is authorized and directed 29 

to promulgate grant guidelines without further Council approval 30 

regarding the Small Business Capital Access program funding 31 
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appropriated herein. The Mayor, or her designee, and the Corporation 1 

Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, on behalf of 2 

the City, grant agreements, and loan documents, as applicable, with 3 

recipients of the Small Business Capital Access program funding 4 

consistent with the Small Business Capital Access Program grant 5 

guidelines authorized herein.

For the purposes of this 13 

Section, a “substantial change” is defined as any change that 14 

decreases or removes an obligation or responsibility of any entity 15 

administering a program or initiative, or changes that increase the 16 

responsibility or liability of the City with respect to any program 17 

or initiative.

 Section 19. Oversight Departments.  The Office of Economic 19 

Development shall provide oversight for the amendment to the agreement 20 

authorized in Section 4 between UNF and the City. The Social Services 21 

Division, Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department shall 22 

provide oversight for the agreement authorized in Section 7 between 23 

the United Way and the City. The Grants and Contract Compliance 24 

Division, Finance and Administration Department shall provide 25 

oversight for the agreements authorized in Sections 5 and 6 between 26 

Cultural Council and the City.   27 

 Section 20. Compliance with applicable American Rescue Plan 28 

Act grant funding requirements.  All ARP Act funds appropriated and 29 

expended in accordance with this Ordinance, including but not limited 30 

to the agreements with Cultural Council and United Way authorized 31 
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herein shall comply with all applicable ARP Act grant requirements 1 

in their respective use and expenditure of the ARP Act funds provided 2 

pursuant to this Ordinance including, but not limited to, the audit 3 

requirements attached hereto as Exhibit 10. 4 

 Section 21. Reporting.  The Administration and any City 5 

departments/agencies or third-party entities overseeing the 6 

administration of any program, initiative or service described herein 7 

shall provide a report to the City Council on or before December 31, 8 

2024 regarding what was accomplished with the City funding for each 9 

program, initiative and service. 10 

 Section 22. Codification Instructions.   The Codifier and 11 

the Office of General Counsel are authorized to make all chapter, 12 

division “tables of contents”, and Code changes consistent with the 13 

changes set forth therein. Such editorial changes and any others 14 

necessary to make the Ordinance Code consistent with the intent of 15 

this legislation are approved and directed herein, and changes to the 16 

Ordinance Code shall be made forthwith and when inconsistencies are 17 

discovered. 18 

Section 23.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become 19 

effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective 20 

without the Mayor’s signature. 21
