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AMENDMENT ONE TO 
GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN 

THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE 
AND 

THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE  
 
This Amendment is made and entered into by and between the Florida Department of Commerce 
(“Commerce”) and the City of Jacksonville (“Grantee”). Commerce and the Grantee are sometimes referred 
to herein individually as a “Party” and collectively as “the Parties.”   

 
RECITALS 

 
WHEREAS, on May 31, 2024, Commerce and Grantee entered into Florida Defense Infrastructure 

Grant Agreement number S0237 (the “Agreement”) wherein Grantee agreed to receive and use state funds for 
the Project as described in the Application;  
 

WHEREAS, this Agreement is being amended to ensure compliance with all applicable laws, rules, 
and regulations;  

 
WHEREAS,  Section 24. MODIFICATION of the Agreement provides that any modification to the 

Agreement must be in writing and signed by all Parties thereto; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Parties wish to amend the Agreement as set forth herein. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and obligations set forth herein, the 

receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties agree to amend the Agreement, as 
follows: 
 

1. Section 4., RELEASE OF FUNDS, of the Agreement, is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced 
with the following:  

 
a. RELEASE OF FUNDS: Commerce shall pay Grantee up to Five Hundred Thousand 

Dollars and Zero Cents ($500,000.00) in consideration for Grantee’s performance and 
services pursuant to this Agreement. In accordance with s. 287.0582, F.S., the State of 
Florida and Commerce’s performance and obligation to pay under this Agreement is 
contingent upon an annual appropriation by the Legislature. Commerce has final authority 
as to both the availability of funds and what constitutes an “annual appropriation” of funds. 
The lack of appropriation or availability of funds shall not constitute a default by Commerce.  
Grantee shall not use funds provided pursuant to s. 288.980, F.S., for the exclusive benefit 
of any single company, corporation, or business entity. Commerce has final authority as to 
what may constitute an “exclusive benefit of any single company, corporation, or business 
entity” under this Agreement. Use of funds provided pursuant to s. 288.980, F.S., for the 
exclusive benefit of any single company, corporation, or business entity is strictly prohibited, 
and Commerce may, in its sole discretion, terminate this Agreement and demand immediate 
repayment of all funds, plus reasonable interest thereon, if Commerce determines that 
Grantee used funds provided pursuant to this Agreement for the exclusive benefit of any 
single company, corporation, or business entity. Grantee is liable for all costs in excess of 
the amount paid by Commerce. 

 
2. Section 8., LAWS APPLICABLE TO THIS AGREEMENT, Subsection h., Mandatory 

Disclosure Requirements, sub-element 7), Section 288.101, F.S., is hereby deleted in its entirety.  
 

3. Section 1., PROJECT DESCRIPTION:, of Attachment 1, Scope of Work, is hereby deleted in 
its entirety and replaced with the following: 
 

a. PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Section 288.980(5), Florida Statutes (“F.S.”), established the 
Florida Defense Infrastructure Grant Program (the “Program”) to support local 
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infrastructure projects deemed to have a positive impact on the military value of installations 
within the state. Funds provided pursuant to this Agreement must be used to support the 
state or local community and the military installation. Projects that relate to encroachment, 
construction, transportation and access, utilities, communications, housing, environment, 
and security are eligible to receive funding under this program. The Grantee must represent 
a local government with a military installation or installations that could be adversely affected 
by federal actions. The State Fiscal Year 2023-2024 funding for the grant is provided by the 
2023 General Appropriations Act in line-item number 2362, Grants and Aids to Local 
Governments and Non-state Entities-Fixed Capital Outlay Space, Defense, and Rural 
Infrastructure. 

 
The City of Jacksonville (“City”) is home to Naval Air Station Jacksonville, Naval Station 
Mayport, Marine Corps Support Facility Blount Island, and the Jacksonville Air National 
Guard. Grantee has been awarded $500,000.00, to purchase a Restrictive Use Easement(s) 
(“RUE”) to prevent incompatible development that would hinder the U.S. Navy’s mission 
and economic benefit. This project will preempt incompatible development and the 
subsequent for potential undesired surveillance, increased noise complaints, operational 
workarounds and diminished military value. The City and the Navy have a Multi-Year 
Agreement (“MYA”) to jointly acquire restrictive use easements over properties that fall in 
the Military Influence Zone of Duval County bases. The MYA requires the City to provide 
25% of the total funding To meet this requirement, the City utilizes joint funding from the 
DIG program and the Florida Defense Support Task Force (“FDSTF”). The City and the 
Navy propose to acquire development rights easements in the Military Influence Zone of 
NS Mayport, NAS Jacksonville and OLF Whitehouse. 
 

4. Section 2a., GRANTEE’S RESPONSIBILITIES: of Attachment 1, Scope of Work, is hereby 
deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following: 
 

a. Identify and purchase land through a Restrictive Use Easement(s). Grantee shall provide to 
Commerce, copies of the signed agreements from the landowners stating their intent to sell; 
copies of all required property permits, surveys, negotiations and appraisals; and closing 
documents showing transfer of property to Grantee. 

 
5. Section 3., DELIVERABLES, of Attachment 1, Scope of Work, is hereby deleted in its entirety 

and replaced with the following: 
 

Deliverable No. 1: Permits, Approvals, and Acquisition Standards 

Tasks Minimum Level of Service 
Financial 

Consequences 

Grantee shall purchase restrictive use 
easement(s), as detailed in Section 2.a 
of this Scope of Work on or before 
June 30, 2026. 

Grantee may request reimbursement 
upon the completion of the purchase 
of restrictive use easement(s) as 
detailed in Section 2.a, as evidenced 
by a submission of the following:  
1) Copies of the signed intent to sell 
agreements; 
2) Copies of all required property 
permits surveys, negotiations and 
appraisals; 
3) Copies of closing documentation 
showing transfer of property to 
Grantee; and 
4) Quarterly invoice package and 
travel documentation as defined in 
Section 6 of this Scope of Work. 

Failure to meet the 
Minimum Level of 
Service shall result in 
non-payment of this task. 

TOTAL DELIVERABLE NOT TO EXCEED: $500,000.00 
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TOTAL AWARD AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED: $500,000.00 
 

6. All other terms and conditions of the Agreement remain in full force and effect.
