They said that the bill does 
not include increases to utility rates or any added expense to the general fund. Due to 
higher than budgeted fuel costs and increased water sales, JEA collected and expended 
more than budgeted during FY21-22 and this bill amends the FY21-22 budget ordinance 
schedules for JEA to reflect actual revenues and expenditures.
